Our fi xed route buses are 
available in most areas 7 days 
a week. Most routes begin at 
around 6:45 a.m. weekdays and 
end around 9:45 weeknights
Weekend hours run from about 
8:15 a.m. to 6:45 p.m.

Our driver’s are friendly and 
courteous, willing to help with 
all of your transportation-related 
questions. Our buses are 
cleaned nightly.

Our entire fl eet of buses are 
low-fl oor, meaning there are no 
steps to climb. They are also 
equipped with ramps for those 
who need additional assistance.
